A. In print

I then take Nuisance 1 and head to the print digest of my jurisdiction. 
B. WestlawNext:

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Nuisance is still the topic here but it is also given a number (279). 279k1 is the same as Nuisance 1. In Next I don’t have to go to a separate database for digests, I just click on the 279k1 and select my jurisdiction. 

C. Westlaw
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“Private nuisance” may be defined as an activity which results in an unreasonable interference with the use and
enjoyment of another's property.




Same concept as Next, just a different format. Also remember in both Westlaw and Next I can click to a different level of the digest. Example: I can click 279 to see all cases on nuisance. 

D. LexisNexis
